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Instructions: 
While folding your very thin paper (tissue paper works 
quite well) in successive even halves is easy the result, 
an eight-tipped flake, is more akin to a *Hawaiian quilt 
than the “traditional” snowflake, which, it so happens, is 
a six-pointed affair. Thus, the folding is the only trick to 
master. 

This pattern has some intricate cuts so very sharp 
scissors and stiff, thin paper will make your task easier.
